Read 
pp. 77-80 and then you can help by doing a small service project such as one of the following: 

• Have a Pick-Up-Litter Day at your school or park. 
• Collect toys or used clothing with your troop, family or friends. Donate the items to a 

charitable organization. 
• Collect canned goods for a food pantry. 
• Collect newspapers or cans for recycling. 
• Or, try your own ideas!

SafetyWise. Learn about the people in your neighborhood whose job it is to keep you safe. Visit 
or invite a policewoman, firefighter, doctor, school nurse or other person to your troop and find 
out: 

• What they do. 
• What equipment they use. 
• How to reach them by telephone.

Make an emergency phone chart for your family to use at home. Use the chart on p. 98 to help 
you.

Moving In. Do you have new neighbors at home or new students in your class at school? Do 
something to make them feel welcome.
